The Office of Infrastructure (OI) is requesting a waiver from the requirement of NPR
1400.1D, Section 2.11.6, which states that the Responsible Office is responsible for
requesting a one-time 30 calendar day extension on a suspense date, 10 calendar days
prior to the initial suspense date in order to obtain more time to resolve and respond to
substantive issues related to the directive. While the Office of Infrastructure was already
granted a one-time 30-day extension, another 30 days is needed to ensure that Center
comments are thoroughly vetted and included to the extent that they can/should be.
OI/LMD will use the additional 30-day extension, if granted to continue work with the
Centers to ensure the additions support the intent and purpose of the Compensating
Control Reviews.
